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GENERAL INFORMATION FOR ALL NEW PARENTS OF GROSVENOR SCHOOL

NEW UNIFORM  & SECOND HAND SHOPS

These will be open on the 1st Monday of every month between 3.45 and 4.45 pm.  The exception being at the start of Easter, Summer and Winter terms when they will open from 10.30 am – 12.30 pm.  Any changes will be notified in the Term Calendar.

Parents are asked to purchase uniform on the set dates , if there is an urgent requirement (emergency only) please contact the School Office.

CAR PARKING

Please avoid parking within 15 metres of the Melton Road/Grange Road junction (on the south boundary of the School)  and the Croft Road junction.  Residents on Grange Road have the utmost difficulty in seeing clearly when they approach Melton Road if cars are close to the junction.  Please NEVER park in Grange Road.

When parking, please park on the School side of Melton Road, the south side of Croft Road, north side of Endsleigh Gardens and south side of Boundary Road.  If parked at night, lights are needed on Melton Road and cars need to face Nottingham.  I need not reiterate the need to avoid the zig-zag lines or the vicinity of the gateway of 214 Melton Road.  PLEASE, PLEASE avoid the particular areas I have mentioned.

TELEPHONE NUMBERS

It is ESSENTIAL that we have home numbers and, if both parents are working, BOTH sets of office/business telephone numbers.  Any change of address and telephone numbers must be given to the School immediately.  Telephone numbers of grandparents or anyone else who could be contacted in an emergency would also be useful.

BEDTIME

Despite my numerous pleas that pupils should go to bed at a reasonable time, according to their needs, a number, including pupils in the Junior School have been going to bed between 9 and 10 pm.  These children are at a disadvantage and my Staff cannot make the expected headway with them.  No child should be up after 9 pm, no child in Reception to Year 4 after 8 pm.  They all need 10 to 12 hours’ sleep each night.

MARKING CLOTHES AND PERSONAL POSSESSIONS

We have constant trouble over this.  We would welcome your help in making the children realise the cost of clothing and the need to look after it.  For our part we have decided to make it our policy to put all unmarked clothing into the second hand clothes shop.  This sounds hard but we do spend a tremendous amount of time rectifying unnecessary losses through items not being clearly marked, and in most cases, remaining unmarked.  Remember that markings in shoes wear off fairly quickly and need renewing more often that the shoes – if that’s possible!  Please check children’s sports equipment that is brought home after use to see that items belonging to others have not been picked up in error, any such items should be returned via the School office.
